COMMISSION” OF THE CODIFIED ORDINANCES OF
EDWARDSVILLE, ILLINOIS TO CHANGE COMMISSION TO
COMMITTEE AND ADD REVISIONS RECOMMENDED BY
THE EQUITY AND INCLUSION COMMITTEE

ORIGIN: City Administration

SUMMARY:

An Ordinance change that changes the Human Relations Commission to a Committee
which will be meet monthly and consist of 10 members from a diverse background to
include City HR, NAACP, Clergy, LGBTQT, Disability, and Social Services. Changes
recommended by the Equity and Inclusion Committee include adding protection for
gender identity, requirements for the police department to conduct an annual open forum
with citizens on a summary of the use of force and training to address community
relations, along with requirements for a survey regarding equity and inclusion be
completed every two years with results reviewed by the Human Relations Committee.
Finally, it provides 30 days for the committee to reply and investigate complaints regarding
discrimination.

RATIONALE:

After a thorough research the Equity and Inclusion Committee recommends these
changes to create a more inclusive community. The new formed Committee will focus on
promoting respect for equal rights, equal treatment, equal housing, equality of
opportunity, and the prevention of discrimination within the Edwardsville Community in
cooperating with the mayor, city council, civic groups, and governmental agencies.
