SUMMARY:

This ordinance appropriates funds éxpenditures fothe fiscal year beginning May 20
and ending April 202 for all funds for the City of Edwardsuville.

RATIONALE:

The appropriation ordinance serves #isn& on what a public entity may spend during the
fiscal year; it serves as a statement of the maximum amount that the municipality could
conceivably spend if sufficient funds were availalleunicipalities may not expend funds ¢
enter into contractsnless the expenditure is contained within the appropriation ordinanc
Therefore, the ordinance must anticipate all possible expenditures during the coming y
doing so, the appropriation ordinance exceeds the amounts that actually will be randive
expended, which is expressed in the budget documents. Municipalities must pass and
approve an appropriation ordinance during the first quarter of the fiscal year.

Municipalities may still adopt a budget for internal operations and planning purposes
however an appropriations ordinance is required to actually expend the funds.
