A. Minutes of the regular meeting for May 17, 2021.
MOTION: Kent Scheffel moved for approval. SECONDED: David Gerber.
ROLL CALL: 7 Ayes, 0 Nays, 1 Abstain (Harr).
IV. PUD AMENDMENT
A. Case 2021-25: Edwardsville Town Center LLC is requesting Amendments to the Planned Unit Development
(PUD) for Edwardsville Town Center PUD to spilt existing Lot 1 into Lot 1A and Lot 1B, update of building 6
footprint, and other minor amendments to reflect changes to Building 6. The subject property is located at the
southeast quadrant of Rt. 157 and Governors’ Parkway (PID: 14-2-15-15-03-301-016, 14-2-15-15-03-301-017, and

14-2-15-15-03-301-018). The property is currently zoned B-2 Commercial/Business District and with a PUD
Overlay. All terms and conditions of the approved PUD will remain in full effect for this property.



Breana Buncher gave staff report.

The property size is about 17.54 acres. This area is designated Commercial in the 2010 Comprehensive Plan.

The utilities on the site are City of Edwardsville for sanitary sewer and water and Ameren for electric and gas.

The site is generally flat and is located within a developed commercial subdivision.

With regard to site access, there are two access aisles off Route 157 and one access aisle off of Governors Parkway.
The proposed amendment is a resubdivision of Lot 1 into Lot 1A & Lot 1B. There will also be an update of the
building 6 footprint and site plan. In addition, there will be minor amendments to reflect changes to the building 6

footprint.

Staff Discussion:
Fire hydrant placement will be shown on construction documents

Active and passive greenspace will change at the southeast corner of the site but still meet the minimum required by
code

Greenspace Provided Required
Active 1.19 acres 1.19 acres
Passive 1.79 acres 1.47 acres

The original PUD proposed 73 units with 213 parking spaces. There will be 77 units with 173 parking spaces when
only 154 is required.

Building 6 will be constructed in a similar manner to other buildings within the development; building materials are
specified in Resolution 340-07-2019 :

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the PUD Amendment.

Mike Boline asked if the first two Trace buildings are full at this time. Mike Garrett responded yes.

David Gerber asked if there should be a cross access easement between the building and garage F and the lot next
door. He said he doesn’t see anything between the lots on the south side. Mike Garrett responded there is full
access around the site.

Tim Harr asked if there is any change in the impervious surface. Eric Williams stated there is not.

Mike Boline asked if a cross access easement is required where they’re intending to put a drive or only required
where there is no street access. Emily Fultz stated there is no street access for Lot 1B directly to Governors
Parkway so in order to achieve full circulation around the site, there would need to be an access easement placed

over Lot 1B.

V. PUD DEVELOPMENT PLAN

A. Case 2021-27: Pfund Construction — Planned Unit Development — Development Plan for the Pfarm at East Union,
located at 134 East Union St (PID: 14-2-15-02-17-303-014). The proposed Planned Unit Development (PUD) isa
+1.81-acre site that will include 14 detached villas, one 8-unit garage, and two parking areas containing 24 parking
spaces in total. The property is zoned R-2 Multiple Family Dwelling District.

The property size for the site is approximately 1.81 acres. In the 2010 Comprehensive Plan, it is designated
Neighborhood.

The utilities are City of Edwardsville for sanitary sewer and water and Ameren for electric and gas. The developer
will also be putting in a private storm water system in the courtyard area.

The site generally slopes from the northeast to the southwest with Mill Creek running along the southern and
eastern boundary lines.

Greenspace:
Passive & Active greenspace meet the minimum 20% requirement

Site Access:
Two 24’ wide access aisles off East Union for two parking lots

Proposal:
14 dwelling units (7.73 du/acre)

Mixture of owner-occupied and rental units on one lot

One 8-car garage building
26 uncovered spaces = 34 parking spaces total

Units will be arranged around a centralized courtyard for common use

Units will be ~800 SF footprint with 1,200 SF of living space

Variances:

As part of the PUD approval, the developer is seeking variations on the following items:

More than one principal structure on the lot

10’ minimum setback to East Union

10’ setback between buildings

Public Comment:

Jeanie Gleason spoke regarding this development. She provided a handout of information. She owns the

property at 127 E. Union Street, which is across the street from the proposed development. She discussed what
a pocket neighborhood is. She suggested changes to the plan in order to maintain neighborhood character.

Jim Moseley, resident of the neighborhood, spoke regarding his concerns with this development.

Justin Zimmerman of East Union Street spoke regarding his concerns with this development. He stated the
traffic along North Main Street is a real issue. Since there is no parking along Union Street, the closest street
parking is Kansas Street which he said needs to be repaved. He feels the City needs to make sure the
infrastructure is there to support the development.

Public comment was concluded at this point.

Staff Discussion:

Building Materials/Design Guidelines
The design guidelines require the use of durable materials on all visible facades and no more than four
types of these materials.

They are proposing two types of painted, engineered wood.

Landscaping/Design Guidelines
Additional Landscaping around surface parking will be needed — The City requires a minimum of two
trees within or up to 100 linear feet of parking. Additional landscaping would have to be proposed in
order to achieve those standards.

Discrepancy between architectural renderings and landscape plan — There was heavily buffered
landscape between East Union and the villas on the architectural plans but on the landscape plans it



did not show that.
Water connections on south side of East Union
Private Storm Sewer will be located underneath the courtyard area

Provides 24 uncovered parking spaces and an 8-unit car garage which is 32 spaces total, exceeding
the 28 parking spaces required.

Building Envelopes — There will be individual building envelopes for each of the villas.

Variances — There will be more than one structure on the lot. There will be a 10 foot minimum
setback off of East Union. They are also asking for a 10 foot setback between buildings.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the PUD Development Plan with the following conditions:

An updated landscape plan be provided depicting the required screening previously described and
clarifying the landscaping near Villas 1-7

Revised narrative and architectural elevation page is provided that describes building materials for
homes and garage

Andrea Miracle asked if the units were not staggered facing the courtyard, could all of the villas be 15 feet off
of East Union.

Mike Pierceall asked about the type of siding being used and about how trash collection will be handled.
Matt Pfund stated there will be a dumpster for the entire development.

Mike Boline asked how far the units would be off the sidewalk if the staggered units would be 10 feet off of
the right-of-way line. Eric Williams stated villas 1, 3, 5, and 7 should be about 15 feet off the back of the
sidewalk.

Mike Boline stated he is fine with the setback. He said this is not located in a neighborhood where the houses
all match and there is a set setback.

Andrea Miracle asked what the size of the courtyard is. She asked if the houses could be closer together and
keep the staggering and still respect the setback off of East Union Street. Matt Pfund said they have increased
the setbacks from what was originally proposed and pushed back the second row of homes to make the
courtyard bigger.

Cari Wencewicz stated she does like the staggered layout. With enough landscaping and with the mix of homes
in the area, she believes the setbacks would not be out of character.

David Gerber asked if there would be a way to reverse the stagger. Matt Pfund said it could be 4 back and 3
up.

With regard to the traffic issue, Mike Boline said this wouldn’t be thru traffic as it would end on that block. He
believes people who are looking for a more walkable location would be interested in these.

Eric Williams said there had been discussion about signalization or a pedestrian crossing at East Union and
North Main. He said North Main is a state highway and when the City has approached IDOT in the past, they
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were not interested in any signalization. He also wanted to address the stormwater drainage concerns. He said
the developer is still finalizing the drainage plan and that they would need to provide the City a detailed
hydraulic analysis before any permits would be issued.

Tim Harr asked about a Home Owners Association (HOA). Matt Pfund said it will be 15 individual parcel ID’s
with an HOA as the common space.

Kent Scheffel asked if the fire department has looked at the plans yet. Emily Fultz stated they have discussed
fire hydrant placement and accessibility through the courtyard.

Mike Boline started discussion of the characteristics of R-2. He thought it could be one lot with multiple
duplexes. Emily Fultz said it is one building per lot even in R-2. She said you would have to apply for a PUD
to have more than one building on a lot.

Mike Boline asked if there was any governance in the HOA as to if someone is using the open parking space
more than others. Matt Pfund stated they would incorporate that into the covenants.
